Altar Server Guidelines

1. All servers are expected to be at the Church 15 minutes before mass begins.
1. Servers are to sign in when they serve.
1. Servers are expected to fulfill their assigned times to serve.  All servers are expected to find their own replacement for mass, if they cannot make it for whatever reason.
	1. Servers are expected to wear “CLEAN, NEAT clothes” at masses.
1. Servers are expected to hang up their vestments after mass.
1. Servers are expected to know and say the appropriate responses and participate in the mass by singing the songs and praying along with the congregation.  This is your first and most important duty.  
1. Servers are expected to serve at funerals and weddings when asked.
1. Servers should use the restroom before mass.  Only leave the altar if there is an emergency.
