MINUTES OF

ST. WENCESLAUS PASTORAL COUNCIL

MEETING HELD April 14, 2009

St. Wenceslaus Parish Pastoral Council met in the rectory meeting room on April 14th, 2009 at 7:00PM

Members present: Floyd Burbach, Ken Kocer, Joe Vavruska, Joyce Hauck and Geralyn Hellmann. Also in attendance was Fr. Joe.  Grace Zimmerman and Renee Hejna were absent.
President Floyd Burbach called the meeting to order followed by the opening prayer led by Father Joe.

 In Grace’s absence, Geralyn Hellmann read the minutes of the January13, 2009 meeting. Joyce Hauck made a motion that the minutes be approved as read, seconded by Ken Kocer.  Motion carried.
