COMMITTEE REPORTS:
YOUTH/EDUCATION (Renee)


Renee brought along a copy of the altar server guidelines which the education committee hopes to implement in our parish.  She wants the Pastoral Council to make any changes they feel need to be made or added.  She also brought along items the servers would earn as they complete each altar server rank: beginner, intermediate, advanced, and acolyte. Loretta mentioned that Florence Sutera would like to prepare for a Latin Mass sometime in the future. The Council thought it was a good idea.  Father would like to speak to her about it.

SOCIAL CONCERNS ( Joyce)

The committee had prepared and delivered 29 Christmas baskets in December at an approx. cost of $184.  She suggested that perhaps bananas should replace the apple and orange for those in the nursing homes.  The kolace made a hit-perhaps 2 for each on our list should be considered.

Joyce also brought a copy of the invitation to be sent to all parishioners for the meal to follow the Polka Mass on Feb. 2.   The invites will be readied for mailing Sun., January 13, after Mass. The Council will set up tables that day at 2:00 pm.
