Stained Glass Windows
	Anchor with Cross as Top 
The anchor with the top as a cross symbolizes hope with the rope, a passion symbol.
(Located on the west side of the entry of the church)
	The Holy Eucharist is a Chalice

 The picture of the Holy Eucharist is a chalice, with a host rising out of it with the initials IHS which signifies J E S (US).  The chalice is shown with a hexagonal base, as a rule, symbolizing the six attributes of the deity, and with a richly wrought stem of gold, studded with precious stones.  The host is shown as the typical circular wafer with a cross and initials.  The chalice is standing on a nine pointed plate.
(Located in the restroom)
	Mitre Signifies Authority and Overseeing

The mitre signifies authority and overseeing.  Inside the mitre is a bishop’s staff which represents pastoral authority and two keys which represent the power to bind and loose as in confession.
(Located on the southwest side of the church)

	 Cross “in this sign you will conquer”

The banner over the cross “in Hoc Signo Vinces” means “in this sign you will conquer.”  The cross on a mound with the anchor attached symbolizes hope through redemption as when Christ died on the cross.  Constantine the Great saw this in the sky and won a great victory in battle.  He was a Roman Emperor (280-337) who granted liberty of worship to Christians by the Edict of Milan in 313.
(Located on the west side of the church, first from the rear)
	Cross above Three Steps: Faith, Hope, Charity

The graded botonnee cross is a Latin cross, the vertical member eight to ten squares high and the horizontal member five to seven squares long.  It stands upon a base composed of three steps, hence its name.  The lower step represents charity, the broadest and greatest of the three theological virtues.  The second step denotes hope, without which charity avails little.  The highest step is faith, and is placed next to the cross to express the fact that faith is the gift of the crucified Lord, and not a thing of man’s own creating.  This graded cross is often used upon the altar.
(Located on the west side of the church, second from the rear)
	Fruit Tree Symbolizing Fall of Man

The fall of man is shown by a tree with leaves and fruit and with the serpent, symbolical of Satan, coiled about the tree.
(Located on the west side of the church, third from the rear)


	Cross Anchor with Rope of Passion
The cross anchor with the rope of passion draped around it symbolizes Christ’s dying on the cross with the rays of hope behind it for redemption.
(Located on the west side of the church, fourth from the rear)
	The Lamb of God

The Lamb of God tells the story of man’s sin, and the sacrifice of the Lamb of Calvary.  It is carrying the banner of victory.
(Located on the west side of the church, fifth from the rear)
	Tools of Suffering – hammer, spear, pincers

The tools of suffering: the hammer, a passion symbol, crossed with the spear, another passion symbol and a reed with hyssop, another passion symbol with pincers at the bottom with rays of hope streaming from behind.
(Located on the west side of the church, sixth from the rear)

	Initials AM signify Ave Maria

The initials AM with rays of light behind them signify Ave Maria – Hail Mary – the Greeting the Archangel, Gabriel used at the Annunciation.
(Located on the west side of the church, seventh from the rear)
	Cross on Mound
(Located on west wall of west sacristy)
	Pelican-in-her-piety

The pelican-in-her-piety is one of the most widely used and most striking symbols of our Lord’s atonement.  A pelican is shown plucking open her breast, feeding her young with her own blood.  In times of famine, the female pelican is supposed to tear open her breast and feed her young with her own life blood.  She dies in order that they may live.  In like manner our blessed Lord died upon the cross that we may live.  The symbol is a touching one reminding us that our Lord Jesus Christ has redeemed us, delivering us “from all sins, from death and from the power of the devil, not with gold or silver, but with his holy, precious blood, and with his innocent suffering and death.”
(Located on the north wall of the west sacristy)

	Holy Bible
(Located on north wall of east sacristy)
	Symbolizes Hope with Reminder of Passion
The cross anchor and rope symbolizes hope with a reminder of the passion symbol of our Lord.
(Located on the east wall of the east sacristy)
	St. Joseph or St. Peter

St. Joseph or St. Peter.
(Located on the east side of the church, first from the front)

	Tiara Worn by the Pope
The Tiara as the triple crown worn only by the pope to signify his power to teach, to rule and to sanctify.  The two keys represent the power to bind and to loose given to St. Peter, the first pope.  “I will give to you the keys of the Kingdom of Heaven, whatever you shall bind on earth shall be bound in heaven and whatever you shall loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.” Matthew 16, 19.
(Located on the east side of the church, second from the front)
	Pierced or Immaculate Heart of Mary

The pierced heart or immaculate heart of Mary is a symbol of the prophecy uttered by the aged Simeon, “yea, a sword shall pierce through thy own should also.” Luke 2, 35.  The heart is surrounded by a crown of roses which is a symbol of our lady.  The Madonna lily on the top of the heart is one of the most common symbols of the Virgin mother, especially from the 12th century onward.  In almost all pictures of the Annunciation, she is shown holding it, or else it grows in a jar at her side.  The lily is a symbol of virginity, purity and of the virgin birth, reminding us that our Lord was conceived sinless of an undefiled virgin.
(Located on the east side of the church, third from the front)

	The Sacred Heart of Jesus

The picture of the Sacred Heart of Jesus has some restrictions as to how it can be used.  Without the figure of Christ, the heart may not be represented on the altar unless the bishop of the diocese gives special permission.  The use of the heart without the figure of Christ is permitted on the walls of a church, in windows and for private devotion.  In this picture the thorns signify the pain and suffering Christ bore to expiate the sins of man.  The open wound is a symbol of the haven of rest and safety for the repentant sinner.  The cross and fire at the top of the heart signify that this is the sacred heart and the rays of hope stream from behind.
(Located on the east side of church, fourth from the front)

	Cross symbolizes Hope in Redemption
This is another form of the cross symbolizing hope in redemption with Christ dying for our sins with the “INRI” inscription and rays of hope streaming from behind.
(Located on the east side of church, fifth from the front)
	Crown as Christ and Cross as redemption
The gold crown represents Christ the King with the cross as a reminder of the finished redemption with rays of hope in the background.
Located on the east side of the church, sixth from the front)
	Angel, God’s Messenger

The picture of an angel, God’s messenger, is on top of clouds with widespread arms holding a banner.
(Located on the east side of the church, seventh from the front)

	Signifies Charity, Hope, and Faith

The picture of the heart signifies charity, the anchor with rope signifies hope and the cross signifies faith.
(Located on the south side of the church above the steps)
	Sacred Heart of Jesus

This is a picture of the Sacred Heart of Jesus without the rays of hope streaming from behind.
(Located on the south wall of the east side of the balcony)
	Depicts Hope in Christ for Redemption
The cross, linked to the anchor, depicts hope in Christ for redemption with a reminder of the rope that Christ died for our sins.  The banner at the top of the cross with the letters “INRI” is Latin (Isus Nazarenus Rex Iudaeorum) “Jesus of Nazareth, King of the Jews.”
(Located on the east side of the entry)
