The parish finance committee met on Tuesday, July 17, at 7:00 p.m.  Members in attendance were Richard Bahm, Gary Kronaizl, Colleen Sedlacek, Dennis Cahoy, and Jill Kotalik.  Absent member was Jen Carda.  Others in attendance were Fr. Joe, Steve Bares, Ken Carda, and Carol Kloceck.  

Minutes of the June 19th meeting were read by Jill with approval by Gary and a second by Colleen.

New members Ken and Carol were installed by Fr. Joe.  Out going members were Gary and Jen.  

A concern was brought to the committee regarding the liability of Steve’s two boys mowing grass on the church grounds.  The issue was discussed at great length.  It was decided by the finance committee to design a contract for Steve to sign to state that Steve takes full responsibility for his boys while they help mow the grass.  The church will not be responsible for any liability for these boys.  Richard had a sample copy of such a contract used by another company for this same purpose.

The old trees directly behind the outside crucifix will be removed.  The old trees will be replaced with new trees or bushes.  The new bushes will be donated by the Steve Bares family. 
Once again the office for the new religious coordinator was discussed.  Screens or fake walls were going to be bought in Sioux Falls; these screens were now longer available.  A motion was made by Carol to build our own fake wall and Ken seconded the motion.  A moveable wall will be constructed in order to provide privacy from the new office and the chapel.  Ken Carda will lead this wall building committee.  There were no further updates on the hiring of a religious coordinator for our parish.
At this time it was decided that Jill will become the “go to” person for the housekeeper.  

Steve Bares reviewed the financial statement with the members of the committee.   It was noted that retirement and health insurance are going up.  Steve is working very closely with Ms. Hanson from the Sioux Falls office on setting up the new finance software program that the parish is required to use.  

All members of the finance committee were reminded to help out the parish council by collecting bazaar raffle prizes.

The money counting schedule was reviewed for all members.  It is our responsibility as a member to find a replacement if we are unable to count money on our assigned month.

Carol made a motion to adjourn the meeting while Colleen seconded the motion.
